Mr. Broadhead noted the inspections report looks different because of new software. Both reports were
already emailed to the council. With regard to the turnout gear request, he said they try to purchase five
sets every year. He recommended the NAFCO bid costing $8,830, including delivery.

Council Member Woodham asked if pooling the purchase with other organizations like the Shelby Health
Board would be of benefit. Mr. Broadhead explained they do not typically purchase turnout gear.

Sustainability

Kirk Hamby discussed the mower quotes. He received quotes from three companies with Bushhog being
the lowest bid. That money is already budgeted in the City Capital. Reserve Account.

Mr. Hamby also updated the council on the CR 203 issue. We received confirmation from Shelby County
that a second entrance into the neighborhood would not be feasible. He also noted that many
neighborhoods in Montevallo only have one way in and out.

Mr. Hamby also mentioned an item not on the agenda, a request to purchase a new brush truck from the
State Bod List using Sanitation Reserve funds. The rough estimate is $55,000 to $58,000 dollars. As
Mayor Cost noted, the final number is to not exceed $60,000.

Recreation, Preservation and Community Development

Shane Baugh reported they are wrapping up baseball for 13 year olds at Stephens Park. The 9 year olds
won state. Soccer is about to begin. We’ve booked ten softball tournaments and that is huge because they
bring a lot of people to town. Two organizations booked the ten tournaments in two days with another
third organization being reached. The bad news is that we have had three AC units go out: one at Scout
Lodge and the others at Stephens Park. He also mentioned that he met with Council Member Woodham
about the trails.

Ed Davis reported this is the second year of the Boys & Girls Club PGA Academy. It runs for five
weeks. Last week, nearly 100 kids between the ages of 9 and 13 participated. It is a PGA Academy
funded event so it also helps the Boys & Girls Club as well as enriches the lives of young children in the
area. The PGA Academy Camp for kids is tomorrow from 5:30 to 11:30.



Brandon Broadhead reminded everyone that he emailed a proposed copy of the Fire Department Bylaws.
The draft has been voted on by the membership and has been emailed to the council for approval.

Council Member Woodham asked for a copy which highlights the changes being made.

Mayor Cost asked Mr. Goldsmith and the Public Safety Committee to look over the proposal.
Education, Arts & Outreach

Council Member Gilbert reported that the soccer camp for women is ongoing at the University of

Montevallo. She also mentioned that our students are back from visiting our Sister City in Japan and that
the first thing they wanted was pizza. She then delivered the Library Report from Ms. Williams:

Please accept the following as evidence of the Montevallo Industrial Board’s interest in leasing a portion
of the Shoal Creek Park property under the terms and conditions as further defined below:

Lessor: City of Montevallo and/or it assigns
Lessee: Montevallo Industrial Development Board
Property: 5 +/- Acres of land within the Shoal Creek Park development located on the East side of

Hwy 119, lying approximately 90’ west of the east, north-south property line,
rectangular in shape, 534’ north south line parallel to said north-south property line and
408’ west-east lines.

Rate: The IDB proposes trading the lease for this land in exchange for the current lease
payment paid from the City to the IDB on the landfill - $500 per month.

Term: 10 years, with two 10 year extensions at a to-be-determined, mutually acceptable rate.

Use: Use of the property shall be to develop an Aquaponics farm or some other compatible
use as to be mutually agreed upon.

Council Member Woodham said she was excited about the aguaponics concept but wanted to confirm the
proposed payment was for $500 per month.

Mayor Cost said her recommendation is that she go through negotiations with the IDB and bring back a
recommendation to the council for final approval.

Council Member Peterson made a motion to approve the 6/29 minutes. Council Member Woodham
seconded. Abstentions: Council Members Goldsmith and Gilbert. ALL OTHERS VOTED AYE . ..
MOTION APPROVED.

Council Member Goldsmith made a motion to approve the 7/7 minutes. Council Member Gilbert
seconded. Abstentions: Mayor Cost. ALL OTHERS VOTED AYE ... MOTION APPROVED.
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Student Recognitions / Awards: NONE

Opportunities for citizens to speak to the Council
Mayor Cost reminded everyone they have three minutes to speak.

Bruce Hill, a public educator from Alabaster and coach for 33 years, spoke in support of Ed Davis and the
Golf Course for what they do for the youth of our community. What they do is phenomenal. Their benefit
to our city cannot be measured in dollars and cents. We have phenomenal people at the course. He said
Mr. Davis has been like a father to the youth that play our course.

Mitchell Spears, Chairman of the Golf Board, said he received notice that morning that the Golf Board
was to be dissolved by the council. He said the folks he works with on the Board are dedicated to the
course’s operations and success. He said there are few Council Members that have ever played or
attended events at the course. He said he thinks the city will cut the program and replace Ed Davis with a
business manager. Mr. Davis is more than a Golf Pro. He does a lot of interactive things. For example,
he washes golf carts when he does not have to because he cannot afford to keep people on the clock. He
said he doesn’t think there are many managers who would do that. He said he is saddened by the fact the
course has not brought in the money it did before...

Dr. Earl Cunningham spoke about the quality of life. He spoke in support of Ed Davis and the Golf
Course, noting that they helped a young student go on to receive a golf scholarship to college. He also
commented ion the council’s consideration to consolidate voting at City Hall. He opposed this proposal
because he felt certain minorities who would not feel comfortable coming to city hall to vote because of
past cultural incidents.

Jack Brakefield, a former Montevallo Police officer, said his kids played baseball in Montevallo but there
is nothing for the adults to do in Montevallo other than play golf. He said when he walks into the pro
shop they know you by name. He suggested if we have the option between a business manager and a golf
pro, we should stick with the golf pro. He said we need a pro to teach golf. The golf course is a
tremendous asset to the community.

Kenneth Dukes addressed the voting issue. He said he is president of Shelby County NAACP. He
cautioned the council against consolidating the voting places without inviting citizens’ input. He said we
need to take into consideration what Dr. Cunningham said. On another matter, he said Montevallo has a
special thing in our golf course. He said Mr. Davis and his staff have done a great job and he appreciates
what they have done out here.

Frank Oaks: Asked why the voting sites are being moved? He also asked if the council could explain what
they plan for the golf course. He also said he could not find the council minutes on our website.

Mayor Cost asked the City Clerk to make sure they are on the city website. The Clerk said the Minutes
are on the city website.

Archer Cronsom from Homewood said he originally came to the University of Montevallo to play golf.
We played at the University course. He stills plays here and is involved. He was not here for the first
meeting but he plays about 12 times a year, but wishes he could play more. When he came here, Mr.
Davis introduced himself. What worries him is that we can save a buck and replace Ed with a business
manager, the manager will not be able to do what Ed has done.
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Dwight Dellinger said he recently moved here and got a membership at the Golf Course. He said he
worked at a course much like Montevallo near Selma. He commented that it is hard to work at a golf
course year-round and keep a good attitude. Our course is not like Timberline or Ross Bridge but we will
miss it if it isn’t here.

Jake Beatty said he had to things to discuss: 1) With regard to the voting place change, he suggested we
consider a much larger place than this, like the Rec Center. 2) With regard to the Golf Couse, he is out
there three or four times a week and enjoys our course. He said Mr. Davis has been a good influence on
him as a player. He said Mr. Davis is a good human being. He suggested doubt that the City would
consider hiring a business manager to run other departments, like fire or police.

New Business
Ordinance Making the Golf Course a City Department

Council Member Goldsmith made a motion to suspend the rules and leave the regular order of business
in order to consider the Golf Course Ordinance. Council Member Peterson seconded. Mayor Cost,
Council Member Goldsmith, Council Member Gilbert, Council Member Peterson and Council Member
Woodham VOTED AYE . ... MOTION APPROVED.

Mayor Cost explained that the purpose of this action is to heed the advice of a large number of citizens
who attended recent meetings and voiced their support for the Golf Course, suggesting we should treat it
like any other city department. This proposed ordinance will allow the course to be run as a city
department, and not under the direction of a separate board.

ORDINANCE 07132015-303

MOTION MADE BY COUNCIL MEMBER WOODHAM
MOTION SECONDED BY COUNCIL MEMBER PETERSON
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AN ORDINANCE TO REMOVE SECTIONS 2-257 THROUGH 2-263 OF THE MONTEVALLO CODE (AND
ORDINANCE 89:F AND ORDINANCE 91:A) WHICH ESTABLISHES A SECOND RECREATION BOARD TO
ADMINISTER THE MONTEVALLO GOLF COURSE

WHEREAS, the City of Montevallo (City) is the lessee from the University of Montevallo (University) of
certain lands known as the Montevallo Golf Course, and

WHEREAS, a Maintenance Agreement between the University and City was first signed effective January
15,1985 and has been subsequently amended and extended to expire on October 31, 2016, and

WHEREAS, the City established the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two by Ordinance 89:F on July
30, 1989, as amended by Ordinance 91:A on May 13, 1991; and

WHEREAS, the City entrusted the exclusive authority to the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two
“to possess and administer the Golf Course,” and

WHEREAS, there also exists a Montevallo Golf Club which, among other things, serves in an advisory
capacity to the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two, and

WHEREAS, in 1998, the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two hired its current Professional Golf
Course Manager to oversee the daily operations of the Golf Course, and

WHEREAS, under the exclusive administration of the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two and its
Professional Golf Course Manager the Golf Course has consistently lost money over the past decade or
so and, as of June 30, 2015, owed the City $265,842 (more or less), and

WHEREAS, the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two has requested the City make additional
investments of improvements to the Golf Course and its equipment, as well as extend the existing
course lease with the University beyond its 2016 expiration date, and

WHEREAS, the City has invited public comment and heard from members of the public regarding the
importance of the Golf Course to our community in terms of its contributions to education, economic
development, health and wellness, quality of life and more; and

WHEREAS, the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two no longer possesses the resources necessary
to operate the Golf Course without additional, continued financial assistance from the City, and

WHEREAS, the City is committed to do everything reasonably within in its power to ensure that the
Montevallo Golf Course serves the greatest benefit of all our citizens, property owners, visitors and
businesses,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MONTEVALLO AS FOLLOWS:

1. The City does hereby dissolve the Montevallo Recreation Board Number Two and take
immediate possession and ownership of its assets, accounts and obligations.

2. The Montevallo Golf Club shall remain as an advisory board whose charge shall be to promote
the enjoyment and sportsmanship of golf; suggest rules and regulations concerning play on the
golf course, using the Rules of Golf as a guide; and engage in other activities to promote golfing
in cooperation with the City.

3. The City does hereby take direct and exclusive responsibility for the administration of the
Montevallo Golf Course and its employees.

4. The Professional Golf Course Manager shall have the opportunity to remain employed with the
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City on an at-will, month-to-month, independent contractor basis under the same terms and
conditions as his current independent contractor agreement, until said agreement is
renegotiated or terminated by either party.

5. The Professional Golf Course Manager shall work under the direct supervision and instruction of
the Mayor.

6. The Mayor is hereby directed to notify the University of these changes and to begin
negotiations with the University in order to extend the existing golf course lease and
maintenance agreement beyond its October 31, 2016 expiration.

Council Member Woodham then made a motion to
approve the Ordinance as read. Council Member Peterson seconded. Mayor Cost, Council Member
Goldsmith, Council Member Gilbert, Council Member Peterson and Council Member Woodham VOTED

Ordinance No.07132015-307

AN ORDINANCE TO DESIGNANTE THE MONTEVALLO
DOWNTOWN HISTORIC DISTRICT

Be ordained by the City Council (herein called the "Council’) of the City of
Montevallo, Alabama (herein called the "City") as follows:

Section 1. FINDINGS. The council has determined and hereby finds and
declares that the following facts are true and correct:
(@) The Montevallo Downtown Historic District 1s a geographically definable area,
which contains buildings, structures, sites object, landscape features and works of art
or a combination thereof that are associated with events that have made significant
contributions to the broad patterns of Montevallo's history.
(b) The City of Montevallo Historic Preservation Commission (hereinafter referred
to as the "Commission") heretofore conducted a survey of the properties located in
the Montevallo Downtown Historic District in accordance with the rules and
regulation of the Alabama Historical Commuission.
(c) Based on 1ts survey of the Montevallo Downtown Historic District, the
Commission found and determined that the buildings, structures and sites i said
district are 1dentified with or represent a significant aspect of the cultural, political,
economic and social history of the City.
(d) The commission heretofore designated on 23rd day of April, 2015 at 6:30PM in
the Montevallo City Hall as the date, time and place to hold a public hearing on the
proposed recommendation of a historic designation of the Montevallo Downtown
Historic District.
(e) Notice of the public hearing was heretofore given by written notice of the hearing
and was mailed by certified mail not less than ten (10) days nor more than twenty
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(20) days prior to the date set for the public hearing to all owners and occupants of
properties within the proposed Historic District as required by ordinance

() Based on the report of the Commussion, it 1s necessary, advisable and in the
mterest of the City and 1n the public interest that the Council designates the
Montevallo Downtown Historic District area as a historic district in order to provide
for the protection, enhancement and preservation of the properties within said
district.

Section 2. DESIGNATION OF HISTORIC DISTRICT. The Montevallo
Downtown Historic District area 1s hereby designated a historic district to be known
as the "Montevallo Downtown Historic District." The boundaries of said historic
district are described as follows:

A map depicting the boundaries of the Montevallo Downtown historic District
1s attached hereto as "Exhibit A" and incorporated herein by reference thereto.

Section 3. IDENTIFICATION OF OWNERS. The owners of the
properties included 1n the Historic District are 1dentified in the relevant property tax
rolls and a list of said owners 1s attached hereto.

Section 4. IDENTIFICATION OF TENANTS. The tenants of the
properties, if different than the owners, included in the Historic District were
1dentified by relevant property tax rolls and utility records and a list of said tenants 1s
attached hereto as Exhibit "C: and mcorporated herein by referenced thereto.

Section 5. CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS. No change in the
exterior appearance of any building, structure or site within the Montevallo
Downtown Historic District may be erected or demolished unless and until a
Certificate of Appropriateness for such change, erection or demolition 1s approved
by the Commission.

Section 6. NOTICE OF DEISGNATION OF HISTORIC DISTRICT.
The Commussion 1s hereby directed and authorized to give notice mn writing of the
designation of the Montevallo Downtown Historic District to all agencies of the
municipality and to all owners of property included n the historic designation.

Section 7. OFFICIAL MAP. Boundaries of the Montevallo Downtown
Historic District shall be shown on the official zoning map of the City and a copy of
said map shall be available for imspection by the public in the Planning Department
of the City of Montevallo.

Section 8. EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall become effective upon
adoption, approval and publication as required by law.

Section 9. PUBLICATION. The City Clerk 1s hereby directed to cause a
copy of this ordinance to be published in accordance with State Law.
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ADOPTED AND APPROVED by the City Council of the City of Montevallo, on
this the 13" day of July 2015.

Mayor Cost noted the council will need to approve the members of the Design Review
Committee at an upcoming meeting.

Other Business:

Council Member Peterson made a motion to wave the fees for Chilton Shelby Mental Health for
the use of the large pavilion at Orr Park on August 1, 2015 from 8:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m. for
their Back to School Bash. Council Member Gilbert seconded. ALL AYES ... MOTION
APPROVED.

Council Member Goldsmith made a motion to approve the purchase of turnout gear for the Fire
Department in the amount of $8,830 from NAFCO to come from the Fire Department capital
funds budgeted in the City Capital Reserve Account. Council Member Woodham seconded.
ALL AYES ... MOTION APPROVED.

Council Member Peterson made a motion to authorize the purchase of a new brush truck off the
State Bid List at a price not to exceed $60,000 using funds from the Sanitation Fund Reserve
Account. Council Member Gilbert seconded. ALL AYES ... MOTION APPROVED.

Citizen Participation
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Jody Landers informed the council that he is really ashamed and feels that they’ve handled the
gold course situation shamefully. He said he worries about local government and lack of
confidence in local government.

Mitchell Spears asked a question to clarify if as of this point the Parks and Recreation Board no
longer exists. He asked if the city intended to hire a business manager for the course. Mayor
Cost reiterated that all staff will remain in place.

Dwight Dellinger urged the council to remember that a PGA pro is a much more than just a
manager, he’s much better.

Steve Gilbert asked about the voting place proposal. The City Clerk explained that, as the Chief
Election Official for the City, the made this recommendation in an attempt to save money and
simplify the voting process.

Frank Oaks asked why we don’t you do that for state or federal elections, as well. The City
Clerk explained that the city is not in charge of those elections. We only have control over the
municipal election.

Kenneth Dukes said he doesn’t think there is any ill-will on the part of the council with regard to
the voting place proposal. He said he doesn’t have a problem consolidating the polls in an effort
to save money, as long as it is not located at City Hall.

Melissa Martin said she doesn’t see how the city will do anything differently that the golf board
was able to do. The city has purchased new equipment for other departments and the golf course
is still using old junk. Nothing will change unless we spend more money. She said that the
council has been deceitful and she doubts they were being honest when they said everything
would stay the way it was.

Mayor Cost stressed that the council has tried to respond to every request made by the public in
considering these changes. She said that making the course a department of the city is designed
to meet those requests. She reiterated there is no hidden agenda. The golf course is still here. Ed
Davis is still here. This was not a surprise to anyone. The city has made it clear to Mr. Davis
and the Golf Board that things as they have been are unacceptable and have been urging them for
the past three years or more to turn things around. The only reason we are where we are today is
because the Golf Board requested the council authorize the lease of new golf carts, along with an
extension of the lease with UM.

There being no further business before the council, Council Member Goldsmith made a motion
to adjourn. Council Member Woodham seconded. ALL AYES ... MEETING ADJOURNED
