Montevallo City Council Work Session
May 8, 2017
5:30 p.m. at City Hall

Mayor Hollie Cost, Council Member Rusty Nix, Council Member Willie Goldsmith,
Council Member Tiffany Bunt and Council Member Jason Peterson were in
attendance. Council Member Matt Walker was absent.

Mayor Cost called the Work Session to order at 5:30 p.m.
Freda Shivers with the Montevallo Boys & Girls Club presented the following:

| have listed below the changes we would like to make here at the Boys & Girls Club. We are working
with Bobby Hughes to do this project for us. He sent us his cost and | feel sure the BGCCA Board will
approve, with the exception of the covering for the picnic tables which came in at over $15,000. Bobby
is looking for a cheaper option so | would still like to get that approved. Is it too late for me to come to
the Work Session and/or City Council meeting tonight to get these things approved?

1- Divide the big room into 3 program areas by building walls.

2- Creating backpack storage by taking doors off the existing cabinets

3. Remove the roll up door and replacing it with a wall.

4- Creating a double door entrance either in the new wall or where the existing door is.
5- Staining the concrete floor

6- Installing a carport-type covering over the concrete patio on the end.

7- Installing an intercom and camera system

8- Make the partial wall next to the stairs to the attic a solid wall and put a door at the bottom of the
stairs. We will ask the UM art department to paint a mural on this wall.

9. Put a Sign on the door similar to the Holsombeck Park & Rec building sign.

Ms. Shivers informed the council they will not be renting the facility to the public beyond
what was already scheduled through June. She noted that the walls they plan to erect will
be constructed so they can be easily removed without damaging the building.



Mayor Cost thanked Ms. Shivers for the work they do with our children. She said she hopes
this move will get them one step closer to having a permanent facility of their own.

Council Member Nix asked to delay the vote on this until the next meeting.
Kirk Hamby said he likes the plan for the walls.

Council Member Goldsmith asked what they will use the old office for. Ms. Shivers said it
will remain an office.

Mayor Cost noted that the facility will still be available to us for Arbor Day and Elections.

Ms. Shivers said the large room will still handle the events mentioned. They are also
making sure the HVAC covers the additions and that they meet all fire codes.

Council Member Nix questioned whether Arbor Day would still function with the new
layout. Ms. Shivers explained that it would. She also said she hoped they could finish the
work before the end of the school year, or at least before the end of the summer.

Chief Bill Reid updated the council on activity at the Fire Department. He had no data for
April. They have four volunteers in Firefighter 1 training. Rescue 20 is almost ready. The
SCBA Air Packs have arrived. They train on the use of those Monday night. No updates on
the pumper truck. They received a grant for an industrial washer and dryer for turnout
gear. They start their building project in June. Otherwise, they are staying busy and have
had no major issues.

Council Member Nix asked if the matching funds for the grant is in his budget. The Chief
said the items would not be delivered until the next fiscal year so the cost will come from
that budget. The match for the SCBAs typically comes from the Health Foundation. They
have changed the way they allocate those funds so we will know in July if we get the full
match for those.

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Council Member Goldsmith informed the council that the Public safety Committee is still
compiling information on the crosswalk issue. It should be ready at the next meeting.

Kirk Hamby said his crews are still clearing tree debris from the last storm. They are
running wide open. They are also busy cutting right-of-ways. Things at the Recycling
Center are going well. Birmingham Recycling is now picking up our materials. They have
installed 48 Bicentennial banners so far. Seven more are coming in soon. The cemetery
business is booming. We are seeing a lot of business from people living in other areas. We



have received a lot of compliments on the condition of the cemetery. We are also priced
affordably.

PARKING AGREEMENT AGREMMENT
THIS PARKING AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”) made as of May __, 2017 by and

between D & R Property and CITY OF MONTEVALLO DEVELOPMENT COOPERATIVE DISTRICT

(hereinafter “Licensee”).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, D & R Property, the owner of the property located at the intersection of Main Street
& Vine Street (PID # 27-5-21-3-305-026.000), Montevallo, Alabama (D & R Property); and

WHEREAS, D & R Property’s Property contains a paved lot to the rear of to its

improvements along Island Street; and

WHEREAS, Licensee desires to this paved parking lot for Licensee’s use and D & R Property)

is agreeable to doing so.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and
agreements, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are
hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. PREMISES: D & R Property grants to Licensee a license to use the grassed lot more
particularly described and shown outlined as the “Premises” on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and made a
part hereof. Licensee accepts such Premises in “AS IS” condition, with all faults and without any

warranties or representations by D & R Property as to the condition thereof.

2. TERM: The term (hereinafter the “Term”) of this Agreement shall commence on the same date
this Agreement is fully executed by D & R Property and Licensee, (hereinafter “Commencement”) and
shall continue for a period of two (2) years following such date or until the Agreement is terminated per

section 8 herein below.

3. RENT: No rent shall be due.

4. USE OF THE PREMISES: The Premises is granted for the sole purpose of parking of vehicles, both

for the public and customers and employees of D & R Property and its tenants.

Licensee may not and shall not assign its rights hereunder or sublet the Premises or any part
thereof and any attempt to do so shall be void. Licensee shall indemnify and hold harmless D & R
Property of and from all fines or penalties imposed by law arising by reason of the violation by Licensee
of any laws, rules, ordinances or regulations or other governmental requirements relating to the
conduct of business in the Premises, or the use or occupancy thereof, issued by any governmental

authority having jurisdiction over the Premises.

Licensee agrees to conduct its business and control its agents, employees, invitees and
visitors in such a manner as not to create any nuisance, or interfere with, annoy or disturb any
other Licensee or D & R Property and its tenants. There shall be no loitering in or about
parking area. Licensee agrees to keep the Premises in a neat and orderly fashion free from trash
and debris.

5. PUBLIC LIABILITY INSURANCE: Throughout the Term, Licensee shall maintain insurance
against public liability for injury to person(s) (including death) or damage to property occurring on the
Premises arising either directly or indirectly out of the use thereof by Licensee and all other Licensees,

employees, invitees or customers of Licensee. Such insurance shall be with minimum single limits of

$2,000,000.00 for personal injury, death or property damage and D & R Property shall be named as
additional insured under said policy. Licensee shall deliver to D & R Property continuous certificates of
such insurance naming D & R Property as additional insured and containing an agreement by the insurer
that said policy many not be canceled without at least ten (10) days prior written notice to D & R

Property.

6. INDEMNIFICATION: Licensee shall save, defend and hold D & R Property harmless from and

against any and all losses, claims, damages, suits, causes of action and costs, including but not limited to
attorneys’ fees and costs of litigation, as well as, the cost of any appeal resulting there from arising after
the commencement of the Term hereof in connection with any injury to person or property or from loss
of life sustained in or about the Premises. It is the intention and agreement that D & R Property shall
not be liable and Licensee shall indemnify and hold harmless D & R Property from and against any
personal injuries or damage to Licensee or its officers, agents, and employees or to other persons or to
any occupant of the Premises or for any injury to property of Licensee or of any occupant of any part of

the Premises, irrespective of how the same may be caused.

7. SECURITY AND MAINTENANCE: D & R Property will not provide security for the Premises. D & R
Property shall have no liability for theft, damage or bodily harm occurring on the Premises. D & R

Property shall have no duty to maintain or illuminate the Premises.

8. OPTION TO TERMINATE: Either party may terminate this Agreement with ninety (90)

days’ written notice to the other party of such election pursuant to Section 9 below.

9. NOTICE: All notice or demands required or permitted to be given or served pursuant to this
Agreement shall be in writing, postage and or shipping charges pre-paid and sent by FedEx (or other

nationally recognized overnight carrier) or Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested to:

LICENSEE:

Such notice will be deemed given upon receipt or refusal by the other party. If sent via
FedEXx or other overnight carrier such notice may be sent for either “overnight” or “second day”
delivery.

Either party may change the above addresses by serving notice to the other as provided

above.

11. SURRENDER OF PREMISES UPON TERMINATION: At the end of the Term hereof,

Licensee shall surrender the Premises to Wilson Dinsmore (dba D & R Property, LLC) without notice or

demand by Wilson Dinsmore (dba D & R Property, LLC) in as good a condition as exists as of the date

hereof.

12. GENERAL PROVISIONS:

(@ This Agreement shall be governed by the internal laws of the State of Alabama
without regard to and excluding its principles of conflicts of laws.

(b) The parties further agree that upon request, they shall do such further acts
and deeds, and shall execute, acknowledge, deliver and record such other documents and
instruments, as may be reasonably necessary from time to time to evidence, confirm or carry out
the intent and purposes of this Agreement.

(© All representations, agreements, covenants and warranties made herein shall

survive the termination or expiration of the Agreement provided for herein.

(d) If any one or more of the provisions hereof shall for any reason be held invalid,
illegal or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability shall not affect the
validity or enforceability of any other provision hereof, which shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal or
unenforceable provision had never been contained herein. The parties intend that if any provision hereof is
capable of two constructions, one of which would render the provision void and the other of which would
render the provision valid, then the provision shall have the meaning that renders it valid. The section

headings are for convenience only and shall not affect the construction hereof.
(e) Time is of the essence in the performance of each party’s respective obligations.

U] This Agreement may be executed simultaneously in one or more
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which taken together shall
constitute one in the same instrument, and it shall not be necessary that any single counterpart
bear the signatures of all parties.

(0) Unless expressly stated to be exclusive, no remedy conferred herein shall
be deemed to be exclusive of any other remedy conferred herein or any other remedy now or
hereafter available at law or equity. All remedies conferred herein, and all remedies now or
hereafter available at law or equity, shall be deemed to be cumulative and not alternative, and

may be enforced concurrently or successively.

(h) All periods of time shall include Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays;
provided that, if the last day to perform any act or give notice falls on a Saturday, Sunday or
legal holiday, then such act or notice shall be timely performed if given on the next succeeding

business day.

Q) This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties
pertaining to the subject matter contained herein and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous
agreements, representations and understandings, oral or otherwise, between or among the parties

with respect to the matters contained herein.

() This Agreement shall not be modified, amended or supplemented, in whole
or part, without the prior written consent of all parties hereto. Each and every waiver of any

covenant, representation, warranty or other provision hereof must be in writing and signed by each
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party whose interests are adversely affected by such waiver. No waiver granted in any one instance

shall be construed as a continuing waiver applicable in any other instance.

(k) If any legal action or other proceeding is brought for the enforcement hereof,
or because of an alleged dispute, breach, default or misrepresentation in connection with any
provisions hereof, the successful or prevailing party or parties shall be entitled to recover attorneys’
fees, court costs and all expenses even if not taxable as court costs (including, without limitation, all
such fees, costs and expenses incident to appeals), incurred in that action or proceeding, in addition

to any other relief to which such party or parties may be entitled.

()] The parties hereby agree that each party and its attorneys have reviewed and
revised this Agreement and that the normal rule of construction, to the effect that any ambiguities
are resolved against the drafting party, shall not be employed in the interpretation of this Agreement
and no other rule of strict construction shall be used against any party. All exhibits and schedules
attached or to be attached hereto, and all other agreements and instruments referred to herein, are

hereby incorporated by reference into this Agreement, as fully as if copied herein verbatim.

(m) The words "hereof", "herein", "hereunder", and other words of similar import
refer to this Agreement as a whole and not to any specific article, section or subsection hereof. The
word "party” or "parties” means only those persons or entities who are signatories to this Agreement.
The terms “include,” “includes,” “including,” or words of like import, shall be construed as being without
limitation to the matters or items thereafter specified, notwithstanding any rule of construction to the
contrary, unless an intention to be so limited is clearly expressed. Unless expressly otherwise provided
herein, the terms "and" and "or" as used in this Agreement means one or other or both, or any one or

ones or all, of the items, entities or persons in connection with which the words are used.

THIS AGREEMENT SHALL NOT BE RECORDED.
